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History of the School
MD Kirk School of Law was founded in 2005. It is registered with the California

State Bar. The school is located at 3700 Wilshire. Suite #260, Los Angeles, California.
The school's facility contains an administrative lobby, faculty offices, and classrooms.

MD Kirk School of Law attempts to provide its students with a high quality
correspondence program at a reasonable tuition rate. The teaching staff is dedicated to
not only teaching the students the subject materials, but also in assisting the students
in achieving a high level of comprehension and a strong ability to utilize their
knowledge profitably in the real world.

The school provides its law course via mail, online means and optional classroom
attendance, and is designed to facilitate the desire and needs to undertake Law studies
for people who are incapable of attending regular courses.

Program
JURIS DOCTOR

(1) Overview

The Juris Doctor (J.D.) is a
graduate level doctorate degree
of the study of law. It will be
conferred to those who have
successfully completed all the
required law studies of our
program.

The J.D. students who plan to take the First-Year Law Student's Exam or the California
State Bar Exam are responsible for checking whether they have met the eligibility
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requirements of the California State Bar. Those requirements may be found at:
www.calbar.ca.gov/admissions. Those planning to take the bar exam of another state
are responsible for checking whether they have met the eligibility requireme nts of that
state. Bar eligibility is decided solely by each state on case -by-case basis.

(2) Admission Requirements

Those who are seeking bar eligibility must have: completed at least 60 acceptable
college semester units (or 90 quarter units) at a college or university approved by the
California Committee of Bar Examiners; or passed the college equivalency (CLEP)
examinations specified by the California Committee of Bar Examiners with at least the
minimum scores set.

Required examination areas and corresponding scores for the CLEP exam are as
follows:

A. English Composition 50

B. Any two of the following:

1. Humanities 50

2. Mathematics 50

3. Natural Sciences 50

4. Social Sciences and History 50

Students must request that official transcripts be sent to the MD Kirk School of Law
admissions office from the college/university where those units were earned.

Students must be present for an interview that will be conducted by a professor
and staff. This interview will take place at the Los Angeles office, located at 3700
Wilshire Blvd. Suite #260, Los Angeles, CA 90010. Contact a representative at
info@mdkirkschooloflaw.com to electronically receive the application form and to
arrange an interview date. The application form must be submitted in hard copy format
on the same date of the interview.

(3) Instructional Methods

The curriculum of the program includes all subjects tested on the California Bar
Exam. We utilize lectures and case presentations through audio/video material along
with written material. The written material includes traditional law casebooks, specially
designed course outlines, and case briefs. Although students don't participate in the
on-site classroom activities, they will be exposed to the classroom atmosphere by
listening to or watching tapes or CD/DVD's.
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All audio/video materials, course outlines, and case briefs are well prepared by
professors and the editorial board of MD Kirk School of Law. However, students are
free to and encouraged to use other study aids such as hornbooks and flowcharts
which are ordinarily used by students in traditional law schools.

Examinations are proctored by our faculty members or other specially selected
people such as lawyers and judges. Both closed-book style (most first year classes)
and open-book style examinations are to be utilized. If either Mid-term or Final
examination should be tested in open -book style, it could be done by the students
themselves at home and delivered to the school in specified time limit. Grades of the
mid-term and the final are basically 50-50.

The test questions are similar to such given to students at traditional law schools in
terms of their types and complexities.

Course Descriptions
LAW 101 - INTRODUCTION TO AMERICAN LAW Ð This course covers the basic principles
and rules of law, the history of Anglo-American legal system, and gives an introduction to
contemporary legal system of the United States.

LAW 102 - CONTRACTS - This course surveys basic principles of contracts such as
formation, validity, rights of third parties, performance, breach, remedies and damages. Article
2 of the Uniform Commercial Code and the Restatement Second of Contracts are also
covered.

LAW 103/105 - LEGAL ANALYSIS & WRITING 1/2 Ð In the First Year, students are
required to do 2 Legal Analysis and Writing courses. They are designed to provide students
with intensive knowledge and practical skills necessary for their study in law as well as the
law practice.

LAW 104 - TORTS Ð This course covers the basic theories of civil liability for injuries to
persons and property. The basic principles of the law of intentional torts such as battery,
assault, false imprisonment and intentional infliction of emotional distress are reviewed. This
course will also outline the issues of negligence such as standard of care, breach of duty,
causation, and damages. The basic principles of strict liability, in terms of products liability
and vicarious liability will be investigated.

LAW 106 - CRIMINAL LAW Ð This course covers the origins and sources of the criminal
law, its basic principles such as actus reus, mens rea, and causation. The elements of some
specific crimes are covered. Conditions of exculpation including justification and insanity are
reviewed.

LAW 201 - CIVIL PROCEDURE Ð This course covers various aspects of civil litigation from
the filing of a complaint up to the discovery process. Jurisdiction over the person and venue
and federal subject matter jurisdiction are explored. It includes joinder of parties in multi-party
actions, interpleader, class actions and intervention. Modern discovery procedures, the trial
process and post-trial motions are considered.

LAW 202 - CONSTITUTIONAL LAW Ð This course addresses the constitutional issues of
judicial review, federalism, separation of powers and equal protection. It also includes
individual rights and freedoms such as the incorporation of the Bill of Rights as against the
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States, freedom of speech and religion, due process, economic and personal liberties and
state action.

LAW 203 - REAL PROPERTY Ð This course introduces the law relating to the various
types of real property interests including freehold, non-freehold estates and future interests,
landlord-tenant relationships and the use of land.

LAW 204 - CORPORATIONS Ð This course covers incorporation process, control and
management of the corporation, duties of directors, officers and controlling shareholders. It
also addresses liability for breach of the duties and violation of U.S. securities regulations.

LAW 301 - PROFESSIONAL RESPONSIBILIT Y Ð This course surveys the ethical duties
and professional responsibilities that apply to members of the legal profession in California
and under the American Bar Association Code of Professional Responsibility and Code of
Judicial Conduct.

LAW 302 - COMMUNITY PROPERTY Ð This course covers classification of separate and
community property, l iabili ty for debts, management and control of the community and
problems arising from the dissolution of the community or death of a spouse.

LAW 303 - WILLS & TRUSTS Ð This course covers the laws concerning in testate
succession, wills, and trusts with an emphasis on California law, the principles of federal
estate and gift taxation, and the relationship of succession and taxes. It equips students with
the skills to draft wills, trusts, codicils and trust amendments, and to do death tax projections.

LAW 304 - CRIMINAL PROCEDURE Ð This course addresses the constitutional aspects of
various police practices, the right to counsel, arrest, search and seizure, confession and the
exclusionary rules. It also covers the entrapment, lineups, pre-trial release, preliminary hearing,
grand jury investigations and review, the right to a speedy trial, discovery, plea bargaining,
double jeopardy and appeal.

LAW 305 - EVIDENCE Ð This course covers basic principles governing the admission and
exclusion of evidence, including functions of judge and jury, examination and competency of
witnesses, demonstrative evidence, the hearsay rule and its exceptions, the opinion rules,
authentication and the best evidence rule, impeachment and rehabilitation, burdens of proof
and presumptions, privileges and judicial notice.

LAW 306 - REMEDIES Ð This course deals with the issues regarding equitable remedies
such as injunction and specific performance. It also addresses such issues about defenses,
protection against certain types of tort liability including waste, nuisance, unfair competition
and the law of rescission and reformation.

LAW 401 - COMMERCIAL TRANSACTION Ð This course deals with legal issues regarding
commercial transactions based upon the Uniform Commercial Code and federal Bankruptcy
Code. It includes negotiable instruments such as promissory notes and documents of title,
secured transactions, etc.

LAW 402 - ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOL UTION AND NEGOTIATION Ð This course

covers negotiation, mediation, arbitration and other forms of ADR. Students will study the
legal framework including, but not limited to, the relevant California and federal statutes and
the relevant rules on ethics and professional responsibility. It also includes rather modern
ADR processes such as ombudsmen and mini-trials.

LAW 403 - INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY Ð This course covers basic principles of the Trade
Secret Law, Patent Law, Copyright Law, and Trademark Law. Appropriate federal and state
statutes and common laws are considered.

LAW 404 - IMMIGRATION Ð This course deals with employme nt and family -based benefits,
exclusion and deportation , polit ical asylum and refugees, permanent residency, U.S.
citizenship, special considerations pertaining to foreign investors, and current policy and
legislative issues. It also covers issues regarding legislation, agencies and the courts on
immigration and naturalization.

LAW 405 - ADMINISTRATIVE LAW –This course surveys the constitutional powers and
limitations on agency action, judicial review of agencies and the procedures with which
agencies must comply in regulating or providing benefits. It also covers the issues on
administrative remedies.

LAW 406 - CONFLICTS OF LAWS Ð This course explores the rules applied by courts in
resolving cases about transactions or occurrences with relationship to more than one
jurisdiction. It also covers the issues regarding selection of appropriate rules where the laws
of the jurisdictions differ.

General Information
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The M.D. Kirk School of Law does not provide placement services. Because M.D. Kirk School
of Law is a correspondence law school, it does not provide student housing services.

Leave of Absence & Dropout Policies

In general, a student will be considered enrolled in a program, as long as the tuition is
paid and the student remains in good academic standing.

However, if a student gets more than four weeks behind in their course schedule, they
will be dropped from the course, since the Committee of Bar Examiners requires a 48-52
week school year.

State of California Student Tuition Recovery Fund

The Student Tuition Recovery Fund (STRF) was established by the California Legislature
to protect California resident students who attends a private postsecondary institution from
suffering financial loss by closing of the school.

California Law requires that a fee be assessed on schools regulated by the Bureau of
Private Postsecondary and Vocational Education in relation to the cost of tuition and
enrollment (Education Code Section 94343). These fees support the STRF. Institutional
participation is mandatory.

If you are a "California resident" and reside in California at the time the enrollment
agreement is signed or if you receive lessons at a California mailing address from an
approved institution offering correspondence instruction, you are eligible for the fund. Foreign
students, those who reside in California for their education just temporarily, are not
considered "California residents." To be reimbursed from the fund, you must file a STRF
application within one year of receiving notice from the Council that the school is closed. If
you do not receive notice from the Council, you have four years from the date of closure to
file a STRF application. If a judgment is obtained you must file a STRF application within
two years of the final judgment.

It is important that enrollees keep a copy of any enrollment agreement, contract or
application to document enrollment, tuition receipts or canceled checks to verify the total
amount of tuition paid, and records which will show the percentage of the course that has
been completed. Such records would substantiate a claim for reimbursement from the STRF
which, to be considered, must be filed within 60 days following school closure. For further
information or instructions, contact:

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Time Limitations - Bar Program

The School's J.D. program is regulated by the California State Bar. Students who plan
to sit for the California Bar Examination must comply with the rule of the Committee of Bar
Examiners. Students must successfully complete the First Year Law Students’ Examination
after their first year of study. Students must complete four years of law study and the rule
requires at least 864 study hours per year to be completed during a period of not less than
48 nor more than 52 consecutive weeks of study.

Library Access

Each student wi l l hold a LexisNexis account. They may access LexisNexis with
designated ID’s and passwords from any location.

We don’t provide students with off-line, traditional type law libraries, but a letter of
introduction would be given to the students to help them obtain use privileges at local law
libraries nearby their homes and offices.

Response Timing

The number of days that wil l elapse between MD KIRK School of Law's receipt of
students’ examination answers and the school's mailing of its evaluation would be 7 to 10
days.

Student Rights

(1) Privacy:

Appropriate federal and state laws will limit the use of private information of the students.
The M.D. Kirk School of Law has some guiding principles on this critical issue as following:

(a) All forms of disclosure of confidential information from student records to any third parties are
strictly prohibited without the written and signed consent of the student. However, such
entities or individuals that have a legal right of access to the records will be treated as an
exception to this rule.

(b) Unless there are justifiable reasons for non-disclosure, upon request student access to their
own records will be granted. Such justifiable reasons may include, but are not limited to, the
releasing of the information being in direct conflict with the school’s own interests.

(2) Non-Discrimination:

The school adheres to the Constitution of the United States and other relevant rules of
law in strictly prohibiting discrimination against a student on the part of the school or another
student for reasons of race, ethnicity, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or conditions of
handicap, etc.
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Student Code of Conduct

The school expects and requires its students to maintain the school’s high levels of
conduct and ethics, and any and all students found to be in breach of this conduct wil l be
held l iable for thei r act ions and wi l l be penal ized accordingly. The penal t ies wi l l be
determined via the consideration of the student’s individual circumstances and the severity of
their breach and may range from, but are not limited to, voiding a grading for a particular
assessment, suspension, expulsion and/or legal action. Examples of such breaches are, but
not limited to cheating, plagiarism, misrepresentation of facts, etc.

Students Grievance Procedure

Any student/s found to be in possible breach of conduct will be provided with
detailed information on the relevant matters of concern. A hearing will be scheduled to
review the matter and reasonable notice will be provided to the student to inform him
or her of the relevant time and place, and his or her rights to explain his or her actions
and circumstances to the reviewing body. If any student believes he or she has been
mistreated, or the that school has failed to comply with the amended Family Rights
and Privacy Act of 1974 during the course of the processing and finalizing of any such
related matters, then he or she may file a complaint with the Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act Office of the United States Department of Education (FERPA)
concerning the alleged failures by the school.

Reservation of Rights

MD Kirk School of Law reserves the right to refuse admission of any
applicant, disqualify any student, or discontinue his or her course of studies at
the discretion of the school's guiding body. As head of the school's guiding body,
any decision relating to these matters may be sanctioned, modified or nullified by
the Dean of the school. The school also re serves the right to make changes or
amendments to any of its policies without prior notice. Such changes may include,
but are not limited to, admission pre -requisites, fees, course structure, subject
material, grading policies, course graduation standards and requirements, and etc.

Retention of Student Records

MD Kirk School of Law retains transcripts of a student's academic performance for
a minimum of 50 years in order to maintain the ability to provide detailed information
on the student's performance to appropriate authorities when required. The
information retained is designed to provide evidence of the standards attained by the
students. The records contain various types of relevant information, such as all
relevant names, addresses and qualifications held and attained by students and the
relevant teaching staff, the types of courses offered by the school, the courses
undertaken by the students, the dates of completions and graduations, and etc.
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Records documenting student academic progress will be kept safely and securely in
fireproof file cabinets as well as electronically on confidential folders that can only be
accessed by administrative personnel.

Grading

Grades are primarily based upon the examination and assignment results of each
individual student. However, faculty members may consider students' academic
performances shown during the courses through active participation in the online
discussion and promptness of assignment submission.

Grades are generally issued within two weeks of the end of the course. The
following grading system is used:

A (90-100) - Grade Point Average (GPA) 4 - Indicates a strong
command and thorough comprehension of the subject material, and an
ability to creatively utilize the knowledge gained.

B (80-89) - GPA 3 - Indicates a good command and comprehension
of the subject material and a good ability to utilize the knowledge gained.

C (70-79) - GPA 2 - Indicates an average command and
comprehension of the subject material with evidence of an ability to
beneficially utilize the knowledge gained.

D (60-69) - GPA 1 - Indicates a passing grade but a poor quality of
comprehension with some ability to beneficially utilize the knowledge
gained.

F (below 60) - GPA 0 – Indicates a failing grade

Since a grade point average of 2.0 is required for graduation from any of
the school's educational programs, academic dismissal will result from a
student's non-compliance with that standard.

MD Kirk School of Law will employ a rigorous and thorough evaluation system to
accurately assess student academic progress in understanding course material and in
developing the critical thinking and analytical skills essential for the study of law.

Students will be graded on multiple format assignments and/or examinations
that thoroughly test students understanding of course material and how to apply
that understanding to real world situations. These tests will be scrutinized and
updated regularly to ensure the verification of student skill acquisitions.

Transfer Policy

MD Kirk School of Law currently does not accept transfer students, however this
policy is currently being reviewed in order to accommodate for t hose students wishing
transfer. This policy change is subject to government approval.

Internet Based Instructional Methods

In addition to the audio/video materials, the school attempts to utilize
computer/Internet based educational technologies in order to help students
achieve a maximum level of success. The school also attempts to use an
Internet based course management system to facilitate student’s access to the
course material and to on -line discussion, and collaboration among students and
faculty members. Discussion board and e-mail access is available to students and
professors.

Some audio/video materials and written materials are planned to be available
to the students online, while all lectures would be available to the students via
tapes or CD/DVDs.
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Admission to the California Bar

Section 6060 of the Business and Professions Code of the State of California and
the rules of the Committee of Bar Examiners regulates the admission to the practice of
law in the State of California. Section 6060 reads: "To be certified to the Supreme
Court for admission and a license to practice law, a person who does not comply with
Section 6062 shall possess all of the following qualifications:

“(e) Have either:
(3) Studied law diligently and in good faith for at least four years in any of the
following manners:

(iv) By instruction in law from a correspondence law school authorized o r approved
to confer professional degrees by this state and requiring 864 hours of preparation
and study per year for four years."

For admission, each student is responsible to comply with the requirements
established by the Committee of Bar Examiners, and to obtain and read the Rules
Regulating Admission to Practice Law in California from the Committee of Bar
Examiners.

The J.D. program, upon successful completion of the four year study period, is
designed to qualify students for licensure and admission to practice in the California
State Courts and the United States Federal Courts as a California attorney. The
completion of that program does not enable students to be eligible to sit for the bar
and be admitted to practice law in states other than Californi a. Many states, however,
will admit an attorney to practice law in their jurisdictions if he or she, after passing
the bar, has practiced law for some period of time.

It is a rule that students who intend to practice law in California are required to
register with the Committee of Bar Examiners within 90 days of enrolment in a law
school. And the student registration numbers assigned by the Committee must be
notified to the University by each student within 60 days of his or her receipt thereof.

Those students who registered must pass the State of California's "First
Year Law Student's Examination" after one year period of study. Transfer
students who have completed the first year at an American Bar Association
approved, or California State Bar accredited la w school do not have to take and
pass the First Year Law Students' Examination.

Refund Policy

shall make a refund within 30 days of cancellation.

Examination. A student who passes the First-Year Law Students’ Examination within three
(3) administrations of the examination after first becoming eligible to take it will receive
credit for all legal studeis completed to the time the examination is passed. A student who
does not pass the examination within three (3) administrations of the examination after first

becoming eligible to tkae it must be promptly disqualified from the law school’s J.D. program.
If the dismissed student subsequently passes the examination, the student is eligible for re-
enrollment in this law school’s J.D. degree program, but will receive credit for only one year of
legal study.

Study at, or graduation from, this law school may not qualify a student to take the bar
examination or to satisfy the requirements for admission to practice in jurisdictions other
than California. A student intending to seek admission to practice law in a jurisdiction other
than California should contact the admitting authority in that jurisdiction for information

regarding to the legal education requirements in that jurisdiction for admission to the
practice of law.
